SHOW REGULATIONS

This Show will be conducted under the Rules of the Club’s Constitution the E.P.A of NSW.

1. The Club reserves the right to refuse the entries from any exhibitor without reason.

2. The Club reserves the right to substitute a judge if deemed necessary.

3. Judging will be “ open” , but onlookers must keep a respectable distance away from Judges and
Stewards.

4. Judging will be carried out in accordance of the “ Australian Poultry Standards”.

5. The Judge’s decision will be FINAL in every instance. Judges will confer on Best in Show.

6. Exhibits may be penned from 5 p.m. on Friday 8th until no Iater than 8 p m.

7. (After 7pm Anzac St gates are locked. Use gates behind poultry shed.) AND from 7 a.m till 8.45 a.m .on
Saturday June 9th. Judging will commence at 9 am sharp.

8. Unpenning will commence immediately after the Awards Presentation. All birds will be stewarded out
by a Club Member. This will be rigidly enforced.

Furthest distant exhibitors will be given first opportunity to unpen their birds.

9. Birds entered in the “ Novice” Section will be restricted to exhibitors with less than two (2) years
showing experience. Such exhibitors may also enter other birds in the Open Section

10. All reasonable care will be taken of exhibits but the Club can not be held responsible for any loss or
damage incurred on the day.

11. In compliance with the RSPCA Rules, exhibitors are required to feed and water their own birds.

Special Entry Incentive!

Normal entries are $1.50 per bird. To encourage more entries, the Club has introduced a $30 maximum
entry fee per exhibitor. This means that any exhibitor showing a total entry of more than 20 birds will be
entitled to free entry for all birds in excess of the stated 20 birds. Pay $30 and exhibit as many as you like!
